IWRM Diploma / Master Programme at the Water

and Environment Centre, Sana’a University

The Water and Environment Centre (WEC) is presenting the new MSc
programme on "Integrated Water Resources

Management (IWRM)", which provides a broader view on water
related problems and their possible solutions based on the disciplinary
approach. It is a method to assess problems in water management from
technical, socio-economic, political and legislative points of view.
Furthermore, it assesses not only the effects of the problems and
solutions on a particular geographical area, but studies the interlinks
between water related areas. The courses are designed for local and
regional students. Students graduated from the faculties of
engineering, agriculture and science are considered part of the program
after fulfilling the admission requirements.

In the water-scarce Republic of Yemen and the region, IWRM is seen
as a tool to improve water management and thus to better balance
water supply and demand. It is expected that the program will satisfy
the water sector needs and requirements from qualified professionals.

The IWRM program is supported by a 4 year programmes (August
2004 — July 2008), financed by the Dutch government (Nuffic/NPT
Program) with the aim to Strengthen the Water and Environment
Center (WEC) including developing a library to provide electronic
access, strengthening research and teaching laboratories, and
strengthening the consultancy competencies and skills.

The IWRM curriculum has been prepared by WEC and a consortium
lead by Wageningen University (The Netherlands) and the
membership of Technical University Delft (The Netherlands), Cairo
University (Egypt), and the private companies MetaMeta
(Wageningen, The Netherlands) and Arcadis/Euroconsult (Arnhem,
The Netherlands).

The IWRM MSc. program

The MSc program will start in February 2006, The MSc. Program has
a total length of 2 years. One year for diploma courses and one year
for MSc. Research. The diploma year is divided into three semesters.
The first and second semester are mainly spent on courses, while the
third semester is a combination of improving research skills and
diploma work. The first semester which addresses the disciplinary
approach contains 14 courses ordered in 6 clusters . The second
semester contains 5 courses where each class addresses an
interdisciplinary approach.
